Biorenewables development centre

The Biocentre at York Science Park
helps businesses develop plants,
microbes and bio-waste into profitable
biorenewable products. The project,
which received over £4.4 million from
EU funding, bridges the gap between
academic research and industries. Small
and medium enterprises are currently
entitled to 2 days of funded business
support and capital equipment grants.
The programme offers the possibility
of significant regional growth through
research and development.
