Projects such
as these not only bring in jobs and
investment, but also benefit students and
graduates who are able to access high-
quality training and apprenticeships.

115,600 are employed in Rotherham. That’s
115,600 people who are better off because of 28
days leave a year, an 11-hour break between shifts
and work-specific health and safety rules.

In Rotherham there are 27,700 part-time
workers, all of whom benefit from an EU
entitlement to the same hourly pay as full-time
workers and have the same leave entitlements.

There are 53,100 women employed in total in
this area. Thanks to the EU, they have protection
from dismissal if pregnant, the right to be paid
the same as men for work of equal value, and
laws protecting them against discrimination.
